Egyptian Coalition Launches Campaign

To Urge Egypt Ratifies and accedes to the Rome Statute 

Of the International Criminal Court  

The coordination body of the Egyptian Coalition for the International Criminal Court (ICC) convened its second meeting at the headquarters of the Arab Center for the Independence of the Judiciary and the Legal Profession ACIJL on Saturday in 29 October 2005. 

The meeting involved also participation of the technical, media, membership and public relations committees of the Egyptian Coalition for the International Criminal Court ICC.  

The meeting concluded to number of decisions related to the Coalition’s strategic plans for the upcoming three years. These plans are about Egypt to ratify and accede to the ICC, establishment of Coalition permanent secretariat in order to hold the responsibility of coordination between NGOs members as well launch of the Egyptian Coalition electronic website.  

The Egyptian Coalition’s coordination body has taken the following decisions: 

1. To launce a campaign to urge the civil society institutions to apply to the coalition as well to advise judicial, intellectual and media figures to be members in the Egyptian Coalition. 

2. To call upon the Egyptian government and the republic’s president to accelerate in ratifying and acceding to the ICC so as to Egypt will be the one hundredth one of ratified states.

3. To launch a campaign in order to top the status of the ICC and the issue of acceding to it on the agenda of the Egyptian political parties. 

4. To organize a workshop for member activists of the Egyptian Coalition about the strategic planning.

5. To hold training courses for civil society activists on the International Criminal Court as well training courses on the ICC to train the trainers. 

6. To publish a newsletter on the International Criminal Court and the findings of the meetings of the ICC Assembly State Parties. 

The coordination body decided to hold the next meeting on Sunday in 13 November 2005 to follow up the coalition’s operation.
