OUR HISTORY

SOLO was founded, as the Sudan Open Learning Unit, in the Gedaref state, eastern Sudan in 1984, in association with the UK-based International Extension College (IEC). It became, in 1997, a fully independent NGO, the Sudan Open Learning Organisation, with headquarters in the Khartoum State, and a field office in the Gedaref state. It remains the only NGO in Sudan focused on delivering training using distance, open and non-formal methods. Its headquarters remain in the Khartoum state, with field offices in Kassala state (eastern Sudan), Kadugli (Nuba Mountains) South Kordofan state, Rub-kona, Unity State (southern Sudan). SOLO is registered with the Sudan Humanitarian Aid Commission (HAC) as a charity.

Since its inception SOLO has provided training in all 26 States of Sudan involving 150,000 beneficiaries. Over 7000 people are currently enlisted in SOLO training and community development programmes.

UPDATE ON THE PROGRAMMES  
· The Teacher Assistance Course. 
 The TAC curriculum has been revised, updated and translated into the English language. SOLO with the support of UNICEF is currently conducting teacher training in all of Bentiu, Abyei and Juba. 
· Basic Adult Literacy for Sustainable Community Development Kassala State.
The organization supported by JAC Trust, through Christian Aid UK; offered literacy projects for the displaced populations in Kassala State.  The project initially started with 10 circles and was expanded to 30 circles using the REFLECT (regenerated literacy through community empowerment techniques) methodology, for literacy skills and community empowerment techniques.  We are currently working in 30 villages, 20 of which are using the building literacy (Bina Algiraea) methodology.  The project includes components addressing the issues of food and livelihood security, such as a partnership with the WFP to provide (food for education), micro-finance projects, food technology projects and handicrafts. Ten new IDP camps/villages have been chosen in Kassala State for the literacy project e, these include Toshotiyai, Adaraman, Amara, Gulsa, Twayeet, Fadaweb, Aroma, Fato, Wager and Bir-yay.  
SOLO supported by Christian Aid and most recently JAC Trust Fund, SOLO has launched Literacy project in the Nuba Mountains using REFLECT. This project is implemented through a number of partnerships with international and local organizations; its goal is to establish 50 circles in 50 villages during the next three years.  SOLO has entered into an agreement with FAR to support the income generating activities of the project, which are planned to take effect in due course. SOLO has also entered into an agreement with CARE and the Norwegian Council of Refugees to train their staff in both the REFLECT and Bina Algiraea.  SOLO has negotiated with local development organizations to offer services and training on agricultural and veterinary activities. 
Basic Adult Education for Community Development (BALCD) in Unity and West Kordofan States:  SOLO supported by Talisman- Blue Nile – has established 12 educational centers in the region offering literacy skills through REFLECT, post literacy skills through Bina Algiraea, languages in addition to life skills training on auto-mechanics, cooling and refrigeration, pluming and general electricity. SOLO has since conducted a PRA survey to identify new educational needs for the community.
· Literacy Amongst the Refugees Kassala State
The programme implemented through a series of annually updated projects, which have started in 1997, it uses the REFLECT methodology and is supported by UNHCR. SOLO currently supervises 100 literacy circles
· Building literacy with SOLO Press (Bina Algiraea) 
Bina Algiraea is a new methodology in post literacy learning. Conceived by SOLO to build the reading and writing skills of neo-literates in the Sudan.   The project was supported by The British National Lottery through IEC from 1999- 2004.   SOLO has since established 26 centers supervised by 26 community liaison workers (CLW) s, these circles has self expanded through the training of the community leaders in the methodology and into more than 140 circles which benefit more than six thousands beneficiaries supervised by voluntary group leaders. The neo-literates have produced 80 draft titles, 37 national books and 8 magazines. 
The UNESCO, regional office Beirut- supported the printing of the Mother Manual (in Arabic and English languages). The English language version of Bina Algiraea has been presented at a seminar at the Institute of Education, University of London on the 29th June 2005,  for the benefit of educational and literacy institutions and our donors. A training workshop on Bina Algiraea has been conducted in Amman, The kingdom of Jordon on the 11th -14th July 2005 to present the methodology to literacy education delegates from fourteen Arab States. 12 of which have adopted the adult education methodology immediately including the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia which has taken it on board for their “ Medina with No Illiterates Project”.

· SOLO has established a publication unit to print neo-literates books of literacy methodology.
