Agricultural land of missed opportunities and the desired hope 

The Land Centre issues the report No (65) today entitled "The Agricultural land of missed opportunities and the desired hope" of land and the farmer a series issued by the Center, this report addresses several sections about the importance of agricultural land in Egypt and the distribution and patterns of use as part of Egyptian history, ancient and modern, and must at all interested in public affairs in Egypt, but tired to talk with, because he will discover at the end of the day that the Egyptian history since the beginning of the human alternate feet on the ground of this country, has never been a history of the conflict between the Egyptians and the armies of occupation, nor was a record of the discussions of philosophers and scientists, as not competitive peaceful or bloody enact systems of governance and political theories, as it was and perhaps will remain for the foreseeable future, a history of struggle for the dust of the agricultural land and drop of water for irrigation, and proof of existence on a piece of this land to produce good and thrive, all people, whether owns the land or possessed of land on both. 
This report is the record of a brief and very short of that struggle, through which we seek to examine the events of the past, present dilemmas, and dealing with flawed for a better future for our children of the past of our ancestors, and happier than the present generations. 
The report begins with an outline brief for the beginnings of historical agriculture in Egypt and its inception, the discovery or invention, or both, and how Egypt was one of the first homelands of agriculture that were not home I have the privilege, with gestures light the extent permitted by the paper of the correlation between any renaissance of desired agricultural activities, and attention providing a source for irrigation, either to control the Nile River and adaptation of old, or find new sources of complementary and in the future.

Then moving to the role played by officers July 23, 1952, in the attempt to re-regulate the ownership of agricultural land, and determine the cap for the first time in Egyptian history of ownership, and redistribution increases the maximum amount of property to small farmers, and the attendant command of laws aimed at improve agriculture and irrigation, and empowerment of workers and peasants to intervene in the provision of agricultural inputs, marketing and organization of different mechanisms depending on the circumstances of each phase. 
After Abdel Nasser phase, the interested people in the agricultural field hoped that the State shall treat the gaps and shortcomings that have marred by the agrarian laws of Abdel Nasser reform phase and its applications, and build on what produced from the pros, for greater empowerment of the farmers to hear their voice and involvement in the management of their affairs and in public affairs.
