This report is issue no. 6 of LCHR's Resistance & Globalization series. The report is a mixture of international expertise, like CARE International, OXFAM America and other international organizations from Ethiopia, Bangladesh and Guatemala. It discusses the different sides of right-based development.
The report asserts that the failure to respect or protect human rights is a basic obstacle that stands against economic development and social justice. There is a moral necessity to face social discrimination and human rights violations by adopting right-based approaches. The report asserts that these approaches are able to influence people's lives. Development work aims to achieve equality, justice, safety and decent living for everyone.
The report presents project case studies from Ethiopia, Bangladesh and Guatemala showing how NGOs use right-based approaches to improve people's lives, livelihood conditions, social and trade justice, access to land and water, support the role of CSOs in reducing poverty, guarantee women's rights and mobilize and raise people's awareness about political participation. It also shows how NGOs could use mechanisms to analyze authority and gender and build alliances as creative means to improve people's conditions.
The report shows how to use right-based concepts in development work to create a change in policies and practices, influence decision makers and strengthen the civil society asserting the dignity of all people and contributing in social justice.
LCHR calls all development and human rights organizations to benefit of the expertise of the organizations working in the fields of poverty reduction, justice, equality and freedom to improve the conditions of their societies.
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
